The Team can shoot ahead a week by stepping back a yard, only half the trips to Lester Pr. Right behind it
would be the 300 Bird 16 Yard Individual Lewis Class. Many times a group of 5 fellows shoot it together. [f
you are by yourself, that is how you shoot it. Max of 50 Birds per night. Doubles Targets, 13 or 25 pair. Can not
forget the “Practice Shooting”. Our Poster tells the whole story with the photo of our Traps & Club House.

Shooting Costs for 2010; Our inventory of Targets on hand, shows an adequate amount to take care of
you for most of the season. Todays replacement cost is about the same as what we have. We plan to hold our
Prices of $6.50 for Pactice, $6.75 For 16 Yd Lewis, & $7.00 For Handicap League, tax included, for the
Targets we have. This would be the good news .

Now we come to the Shells; Current replacement cost is about what they were last year.The Winchester
Super are $7.00 per Box of 25, and the Winchester AA are $9.00, both tax included.

There is a Rio, Keman, and others that you may able to get for a lesser cost per case. We are not in a position
to inventory all these brands,Buy them if you can. The Winchester Supers have sold well this past year,

Crystal Ball for Trap in 2010; We were concerned in 2009 as to what amount of shooting would take
place at our Club. We did maintain our level of shooting with a few more teams, but shooters did not shoot
quite as much. The economic conditions, employment, etc. appear to be of a lesser concern to everyone
today. BUT, Every year we are looking for new League Teams, and again we are looking for your help.
Some people feel that we have enough teams as we are. Because of many reasons, we lose 4 — 6 Teams per
year. In the past these have been replaced by new shooters that you have talked to during the off-season.
About the LPSC and all the camaraderie that takes place in the parking lot after the shoot.
